Very little bugle showing and what there is seems very stunted .PBF's
having to crawl low down to get at the nectar .A female PBF was observed egg laying but the amount of violet seems reduced and getting choked out by
grass . The ditches that run through the Eastern too are choking up , these always providing a superb habitat for egg laying . Hopefully suitable areas have
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been created for the PBF's to colonise , as i fear the Eastern is rapidly becoming unsuitable for PBF's unless some clearance is done this coming winter . This
was a feeling shared by several of the people i spoke to who shared their concern at the low numbers of PBF,s this year , although it may well be a knock on
effect from an overall poor 2012 . On the plus side a mating pair of Dukes were seen and photographed by several observers .Bring on the SPBF,s in a few
weeks time .".
